ASHE Council on Ethnic Participation (CEP) Meeting Recap
Thursday, November 5, 2009

Welcome & Thank You
Consuella Lewis called the meeting to order at 8:00pm.  She expressed appreciation to the CEP members in attendance for allowing her to serve as CEP Chair.  C. Lewis also expressed appreciation to the advisory board.  She noted that the advisory board for CEP “had been a great driving force in making changes for CEP” that had facilitated the growth of CEP.  
Celebration of Journey of Life: honoring the legacies of Len Foster and Barbara Townsend

C. Lewis lit a candle in memory of Len Foster and Barbara Townsend.   She spoke of how L. Foster and B. Townsend mentored graduate students and faculty and that other faculty were needed to mentor young scholars.  C. Lewis spoke of how L. Foster mentored her and asked Lemuel Watson to share a few words about L. Foster.  Others in attendance were also provided with the opportunity to express sentiments about L. Foster and B. Townsend.    
CEP By-Laws Amendment: V. Barbara Bush

C. Lewis explained how the CEP listserv is populated and the importance of indicating CEP on the ASHE membership application.  B. Bush noted that being a member of record is important since we will not be voting from the floor as we have in the past and that members need to keep their email address current.  
C. Lewis noted there was a one-time exception to the bylaws to have electronic nomination and voting for 2009 meeting.  She also acknowledged the involvement of graduate students with CEP.  
B. Bush provided an overview of suggestions for the by-laws.  It should be explicitly stated that the officers of CEP should hold terminal degrees.  The advisory board should include at least one graduate student.  There is currently no succession plan other than the chair-elect completing the term of chair and the recommendation was that the advisory board would appoint others to fulfill the position of chair-elect.  Two-thirds of individuals voting would be enough to carry an amendment with the quorum based on whoever votes. 
CEP members should expect an email from B. Bush (Barbara.bush@unt.edu) in 30 days asking for feedback on by-laws recommended by committee.  If anyone has any thoughts on what should be included in the revised by-laws, please contact her so this information can be included in the revisions.  After 30 days, the revised by-laws and ballot would be sent to CEP members.  After dialogue about the logistics of the process it was agreed that Terrell Strayhorn and his advisory board should provide clarity relative to what should be discussed electronically and what issues could be handled by the advisory board.  The discussion concluded with acknowledgement that a lot of logistics relative to discussion of the by-laws electronically need to be reconciled.  
Awards Presentation – Saran Donahoo

The awards were presented to the 2009 CEP award recipients.   The award recipients for the CEP Mildred Garcia Award for Exemplary Scholarship were Eboni Zamani-Gallaher (tenured) and William Perez (tenure-track).  Leonar “Len” Foster was awarded the CEP Founders’ Service Award posthumously (accepted by L. Watson).   
CEP Research Award Proposal Update: Pat Boyer

For the past three years, the Research Award Committee has worked diligently on preparing a grant proposal that would provide tenure-track faculty with the opportunity to apply for a grant through CEP to assist with conducting a research project on individuals of color.  Tentatively, the grant amounts would be for a maximum of $25,000. The ASHE Board has given approval to move forward with the proposal.  Designated ASHE Board members have agreed to identify possible funders and grant opportunities.  The total requested for the grant will be $350,000.  C. Lewis noted that the selection process would remain with CEP but that a representative from the ASHE Board would serve on the selection committee as well.   In addition, C. Lewis spoke of having a post-ASHE session to discuss grant writing and identifying grant opportunities.  P. Boyer expressed appreciation for her co-chair, Dannielle Davis, and other committee members and individuals who provided input for the grant proposal.  
C. Lewis suggested that we name the research award for L. Foster.  However, in the event that the research award does not get funded then it was suggested that the CEP Mentoring Program be named in L. Foster’s honor.   Both recommendations were supported by CEP members.  
Old Business: Adopt the Minutes from the 2008 Meeting
B. Johnson reported that minutes for the 2008 ASHE Annual Meeting were distributed to the CEP Listserv in mid-November 2008.  C. Lewis mentioned that the minutes for CEP meetings were archived on the CEP link on the ASHE website.  She also suggested visiting the CEP link to see what information was available.  
New Business

C. Lewis reported that the ASHE Board is considering giving all of the Councils full voting rights on the Board.  She stated this proposal was initiated by the Councils and that the Board is willing to listen to the proposal put forward jointly by the ASHE Councils as an action item for the June meeting of the ASHE Board.  
Election Results & Welcoming the New CEP Officers: Chair Elect and Secretary

The results of the on-line election were that Caroline Turner was elected chair elect and Eunyoung Kim was elected secretary.  C. Lewis invited the new CEP leadership team for CEP to come forward.  
Closing Remarks
Caroline Turner stated she was honored to be elected and spoke of how she felt mentored by Len Foster.  T. Strayhorn said he looked forward to leading CEP and commended C. Lewis on her leadership and moving the Council to the next level.  He noted that one of his goals is to explore the possibility of CEP hosting a pre-conference to fill a void that is not met currently.  
T. Strayhorn asked if there were recent tenure or promotion announcements.  V. Barbara Bush received promotion and tenure.  It was noted that Fred Bonner, Wynetta Lee, M.  Christopher Brown and Kassie Freeman had received promotions or assumed new positions.
